Life Team Bible Study: For the week of November 26 – THRIVE wk 7
HANG
We have been in a series about Daniel living in a place that hostile to his life and his walk with God. We’ve seen in this series how Daniel was a man of integrity in spite of his circumstances. His life and words were consistent with what he believed. 
· Grandpa in the Lions’ Den – Do you remember how Daniel was in Chapter 6, when he was thrown in a lion’s den? 84+ 
· Looking back over your sermon notes from, what was most challenging, helpful, or interesting to you?
· What challenges to living a life of integrity do we face in our society? 
· Have you seen or experienced any positive or negative consequences from living a life of integrity? If so, what were they?

HEAR
God desires for us to live out integrity in every facet of our lives. 
· What does integrity look like in each of the situations in these passages? 
Colossians 3:22-24 – in a work environment 

Genesis 39:1-12 – Joseph with his boss 

· Jacob defends his integrity during a conversation with his father-in-law. How do you see Jacob’s integrity revealed in this passage?
Genesis 31:38-42 – Jacob with his father-in-law 
· What do you think motivated Joseph and Jacob to act with integrity?

· When do you find it hardest to live with integrity?
· Daniel had a reputation at work of someone who was reliable and a hard worker. What can we learn from the following verse? 

Daniel 6:4-5

Integrity in Daniel 6 is defined by:

Faithful, always responsible, and completely trustworthy.

· What do they mean? What is the most challenging and most difficult? 

· What are the greatest rewards of this kind of integrity? 

Past faithfulness is preparation for future faithfulness. 
Faithfulness means we persevere in doing what we know is right or what we’ve committed to do regardless of the cost, difficulty, or outcome. 
· What encouragement do you find in the following passages to persevere?
Galatians 5:9-10, 2 Corinthians 4:16-18, James 1:2-5

· Has there been a time in your life when you were tempted to doubt God’s faithfulness because of the obstacles or challenges you faced? 

Rather than view themselves as slaves to the various kings they served, Daniel and his friends consistently viewed themselves as servants of God. Maintaining a similar perspective is one of the keys to usefulness. 
· What do the following passages say about the kind of mindset that we should strive for as servants of God?

Luke 17:7-10, Matthew 20:20-28

· What do you find most challenging about the attitude expressed in these verses?
· How can we walk this out our integrity most effectively?

· How well are you doing at putting yourself in a place where God can use you? 

· What is one change you could make or something you’d like to continue doing that would put you in a better position for God to use?
· Is there anything in your life you need to address in order to take a step closer to living a life characterized by integrity?
HOME
Sunday, we talked about how God is able to infinitely more and above all we can imagine. 

Ephesians 3:20 - Now unto Him who is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think. according to the power that works in us."

· What do you need God to do in your life?
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
