The Coming Attractions: wk 1 – Light Bulb! 
I love trailers – named because they used to follow the movie. They were a set up for what was to come… hints, teasers, scenes 
Light bulb moments -  when it comes out…
A truly amazing Light bulb moment…Luke 24:13 Now that same day (brakes… What day? The day two women came to prep a dead body… but it was gone! Jesus was alive. That day changed everything – time altered – Christian or not – on that day… the world changed) two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about seven miles from Jerusalem. 14 They were talking with each other about everything that had happened. ( they had been with Jesus, saw miracles, believed he was the messiah – now?) 15 As they talked and discussed these things with each other, Jesus himself came up and walked along with them; 16 but they were kept from recognizing him. (a cloak, the sun? miraculous, dunno?) 17 He asked them, "What are you discussing together as you walk along?" (What’s up?) They stood still, their faces downcast.  (Utter sense of lose & hopelessness – heads down, sad, confused - rumors)
Maybe you’ve been there too – you’ve heard the messages, prayed prayers – believed for the best and then… chaos. You’re dazed, confused, & disappointed. God didn’t come thru
They stood still, their faces downcast. 18 One of them, named Cleopas, (Jesus uncle – josephs brother) asked him, "Are you only a visitor to Jerusalem (Where have you been dude? Under a rock) and do not know the things that have happened there in these days?" 19 "What things?" he asked. (love how Jesus is messing w/ them) "About Jesus of Nazareth," they replied.  (I can see him smirk) 
"He was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God and all the people. 20 The chief priests and our rulers handed him over to be sentenced to death, and they crucified him; 21 but we had hoped that he was the one who was going to redeem Israel. (thought he was the messiah – we were ready for change - but then they killed him – along with our dreams) And what is more, it is the third day since all this took place. (been 3 days) 22 In addition, some of our women amazed us. (threw us a curve – there was a sighting) They went to the tomb early this morning 23 but didn't find his body. They came and told us that they had seen a vision of angels, who said he was alive. 24 Then some of our companions (John / Peter) went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said, but him they did not see." (We don’t know what to think – are women the crazy – was the body was stolen? They’re doing the talking, Jesus is listening) 
Maybe you had hope Jesus was going to change my marriage, family, finances, my situation… I had hoped, but not now, I’m disappointed, this is not what I had hoped – you don’t see him
JESUS ASKS THEM THREE QUESTIONS: Jesus is asking
***DO YOU KNOW WHO I AM?
You have the info, had some experiences with me, know about me – but do you really know who I am?
25 He said to them, "How foolish you are, (You’re part of the story and still don’t get it) and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken! 26 Did not the Christ have to suffer these things and then enter his glory?" 27 And beginning with Moses (Torah) and all the Prophets, he explained to them what was said in all the Scriptures (The OT) concerning himself. 
He’s saying – you don’t really know who I am – I have been around longer than you realize – a cross – a grave – can’t hold me down. 

Most of us when we think Jesus we think manger – 2000 yrs ago – but it’s long before – we can’t miss this.
The big question of this series is – How well do you know your Jesus?  He was telling them – you have a small Jesus

OT names for God that Jesus called himself… Alpha Omega, giver of live, judge of the living and the dead, the good shepherd, the light of life, the bridegroom, the forgiver of sins, the way, truth, and life - even called self, the great I AM. Jesus asks, “Do you know who I am?”
He says – you know the coming attractions. Do you realize who I am? He goes back 3000yrs before them & says – I was there! 

28 As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus acted as if he were going farther. (lol - Jesus pulling their leg) 29 But they urged him strongly, "Stay with us, for it is nearly evening; the day is almost over." So he went in to stay with them. (Pretending to walk - wait for it- Hey Jesus! There it is)
Then is get’s crazy - 30 When he was at the table with them, he took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to give it to them. (echo of their last meal w/ him) 31 Then their eyes were opened and they recognized him, (I love this – replay – what was it? The scars – the way he did it – Light bulb )

They were so caught up in their sorrow – that they missed that Jesus was there all along – We do the same – Jesus is saying – hey bonehead, I’m right here!) 
…and he disappeared from their sight.  (Poof – bread drops to the table… no way!) 32 They asked each other, "Were not our hearts burning within us while he talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?" (When they began to understood the previews - hearts burned – thy were fired up inside)
When we get a bigger view of Jesus and start to understand who he really is… it fires up our heart – stirs faith and hope
33 They got up and returned at once to Jerusalem. (ran back 7 miles) There they found the Eleven and those with them, assembled together 34 and saying, "It is true! The Lord has risen and has appeared to Simon." (we saw him!) 35 Then the two told what had happened on the way, and how Jesus was recognized by them when he broke the bread. (as they were talking, Jesus walks thru the wall – hey ya’ll!)
Jesus was asking them, do you know who I am? – Then…
***DO YOU KNOW WHERE I HAVE BEEN?
Jesus is not talking about the 33 yrs they knew of him, but further back - Jesus took those disciples back to the beginning 

OT is the story of Jesus - points to Him - Coming Attraction Preview – the glimpse - The Bible is HIS-STORY

Let’s start where Jesus might have started - Genesis 1:26 (What Science says was a big bang - was the bang of his voice) Then God (elohim - plural) said (singular verb), "Let us make man in our image, in our likeness…. (Not angels likeness – they did not create themselves – singular God with a plural pronoun)
A glimpse of the trinity (three in one) right at the start – OT preview - Jesus says I was there – that was me. Jesus = word
(After the fall) Genesis 3:14 So the LORD God said to the serpent, “Because you have done this, “Cursed are you above all… animals! You will crawl on your belly and will eat dust all the days of your life. 15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; (her seed / offspring apart from a man – virgin birth) he will crush your head, and you will strike (bruise) his heel.” (serpent will attack him - but it will be fatal for the devil)
Jesus - that about me – first prophecy of my birth and cross
God then says how this will affect their lives and makes them…  Gen 3:21 The LORD God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife and clothed them. (Their best efforts to cover themselves were not enough – God took the life of an innocent animal to cover them… the 1st sacrifice to cover their sins) 
Jesus – that points to me- I’m the sacrifice that covers your sin

Genesis 3:22 - And the Lord God said, "The man has now become like one of us, knowing good and evil. (they now know what is evil) He must not be allowed to reach out his hand and take also from the tree of life and eat, and live forever." (this was mercy, so they would not live forever in sin)
Jesus – When they decided to do their own thing, I was there
Years later, disciples wrote down the story of Jesus, they understood the sightings – the longest living disciple started his with this  
John 1:1 In the beginning was the Word, (Word-logos = very expression, voice of God) and the Word (Jesus) was with God, and the Word was God. 2 He was with God in the beginning. (before Christmas, before he turned water to wine, healed the sick, before the cross - Jesus is there) 3 Through him (Jesus) all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been made. 4 In him was life, and that life was the light of men.  (Jesus at creation – bringing life to man & the very light in the darkness)   10 He was in the world, and though the world was made through him, the world did not recognize him. 11 He came to that which was his own, but his own did not receive him. 12 Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God… (this is the Jesus you receive) 14 The Word (logos) became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, (God’s splendor & majesty) the glory of the one and only, (lit. one of its kind) who came from the Father, full of grace and truth. 18 No one has ever seen God, but the one and only Son (theos / God), who is himself God and is in closest relationship with (in the bosom) the Father, has made him known. 
Jesus is not God JR – not the father’s “bubba” – not associate God or God in training - Jesus is God. He did not just show up at Christmas or at creation – he’s not an offspring of heavenly Father – He is eternal God – in the flesh
Paul says - Colossians 1:15 He is the image of the invisible (un-seeable) God, the firstborn over all creation. (not order of birth, but order of rank) 16 For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him. 17 He is before all things, and in him all things hold together. 
Jesus asks do you know who I am - Do you know where I’ve been, then 

***DO YOU KNOW WHAT I HAVE DONE?

They were frustrated – confused – disappointed – write this down
To be disappointed with God is to be clueless to what he did
Jesus asks – so you’re disappointed with me & what you thought I was supposed to do? Let me tell you what I came to do using the prophets - Isaiah 53:3 He was despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows, and familiar with suffering. Like one from whom men hide their faces he was despised, and we esteemed him not. 4 Surely, he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we considered him (thought he was) stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted. 5 But (instead) he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed.  (Do you have any clue what I was here for? – that is about me – that is what I did.) 
Zechariah 12:10 …They will look on me, the one they have pierced, and they will mourn for him as one mourns for an only child and grieve bitterly for him as one grieves for a firstborn son. (That is about me – that is what I did) 
These are 324 prophecies of what the Messiah was here to do. They tell of his birthplace, life, actions, details of death, and mission to conquer sin. 1000’s of yrs before it happened – all fulfilled in amazing detail – in Jesus.   
Luke 24:25 He said to them, "How foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken! 26 Did not the Christ (anointed one – the messiah) have to suffer these things and then enter his glory?"
Jesus was saying – that was me - all these (OT) pages were leading up to – pointing to – a preview – of this moment / day.  
I was there in eternity before and in creation – it’s my work. I’m the omnipresent Father in the flesh – I came as a substitute for your sin – to make you a child of mine - Do you realize what I’ve done? 
The problem is some of you are disappointed because you have a small Jesus (your life didn’t turn out as you thought / your politics / your job / your family / feelings were hurt) Jesus says I’m not here for just 30, 50 or 80yrs of your life – why are you thinking so small?
Luke 24:27 And beginning with Moses (the Torah) and all the Prophets, he explained to them what was said in all the Scriptures concerning himself.
What about MOSES: one of the greatest and amazing coming attraction
In Exodus: Hebrews are captive, God sends Moses, Pharaoh says no – God uses Moses to bring a series of crazy plagues – the last is a doozy – the death of the oldest son in every house – but not for everyone…
Exodus 12:3 Tell the whole community of Israel that on the tenth day of this month each man is to take a lamb for his family, one for each household. (it has to be w/out defect, perfect in health - it is to live inside their home for a month – as if to grow attached to it (our new puppy) then they’re to… kill it)  
7 Then they are to take some of the blood and put it on the sides and tops of the doorframes of the houses where they eat the lambs. (Then cook it over fire, not boil / eat every part of it - head, legs, insides - all that night. If stuffed, burn the rest – and serve it w/ unleavened bread, don’t wait for it to rise, w/out yeast (yeast = sin) Then wait… I’m coming) 12 "On that same night I will pass through Egypt (spirit of God) and strike down every firstborn--both men and animals-- and I will bring judgment on all the gods of Egypt. I am the Lord. 13 The blood will be a sign for you on the houses where you are; and when I see the blood, I will pass over you. No destructive plague will touch you when I strike Egypt.
In 1446BC – the Hebrews were released from Egypt – set free! Jesus was telling them – remember that? Guess what? That was about me. I am the Lamb – Egypt was in slavery – and I set them free. My blood does the same for you – a slave to sin!
Saying - Remember when we sat down that night and I broke the bread and said things are about to change… that Passover meal was me.
NT time and again calls Jesus the Lamb - Jesus was saying no more lambs – I’ve come to take away the sin once and for all - 
1 Corinthians 5:7 - Get rid of the old yeast (old sinful habits) that you may be a new batch without yeast - (w/out sin) as you really are. For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed.  (Jesus did it – That bread and lamb – is about Jesus)
That day Jesus he asked them 3 questions we need to all ask our self today -  3 Q’S TO ANSWER
1. Who is your Jesus?
If you were asked to describe Jesus – how far back do you go? The flannel graph in Sunday school / his birth / miracles / talking to a little guy in a tree / his teachings /a cross / an empty tomb – that’s too small.
On that road that day he was telling them – Do you think I just a man who lived 33yrs, a good teacher, a prophet who loved people, God’s helper – or maybe a little better an angel.

He is the Alpha & Omega / the everlasting / sustainer of all life / creator of all things / giver of all live – the King of all!
2. How big is your Jesus?
For many he’s juat a great example / a spiritual consultant / a moral guide / an influential person…
He God of all – the author and Lord of Life – to be feared and loved – Who is able to do all things – He cannot be stopped!
***Big enough to cover the weight of all our sin!

3. Where is your Jesus?
Is he a image on your dashboard / a sticker on your bumper / a picture in a childs bible / a bobble head / your tattoo / a cross necklace/ earring / an answer in a trivia book / or simply a figure in a historical book / 
He the center of all in your life - the compass of your path – Does he on the throne of your heart - ruling and reigning?

Earlier that day, the main attraction happened - the tomb was empty, Jesus conquered sin / death! The previews opened their eyes…
Luke 24:33 - They got up and returned at once to Jerusalem.
They changed their plans.
A true encounter with Jesus changes your direction  
Those sightings & previews expanded their vision – there were eyes opened. That sad slow 7 mile walk to Emmaus - became a joy filled, excited, sprint back!
The next few weeks, get ready - buckle up - we’re going on a ride thru some of the greatest Coming Attractions of Jesus – Light bulb!
Those disciples at first were disappointed and let down

What are you disappointed about today? Where do you feel let down?

Their 7m walk is our 18in journey – from our head to our heart 

Like those disciples – they did not realize Jesus was there with them – and guess what – he is here with you
